Short description:  

The course aims to give a broad understanding of the latest findings in cognitive psychology, as well as their 

historical roots and current practical applications. Students will gain familiarity with the major topics of the 

field and consider questions such as:  

 How much does talking on the telephone affect our attention whilst driving?  

 Why may we forget a new telephone number soon after dialing?  

 What happens in our brain when we create visual images with our eyes closed?  

 How does language affect the way we see colours?  

 In what way do emotions influence decisions? 

 

Class discussion and active participation is encouraged.
